We have said good luck and farewell to all the chartered
members - Ian Hall was the last chartered member to leave our hallways!

« Gas Tank: Do we have the energy to get to where we are going?
. Engine: Are all the parts working?

. Trunk: What supplies are we carrying?

R Last year, for the first time, I got a
family doctor. I’'ve never realized the
' need for one — if there was something
broken that I couldn’t fix myself, Id
. g0 to emergency. That was about it.
~ However last time T was in the
' emergency ward, the doctor inquired
as to who my family doctor was.
When I mentioned I didn’t have one, she suggested calling a
colleague who had just started his own practice and was
accepting new clients. I didn’t figure it would hurt, so I
made the call. A few days later I met the new doctor for an
‘interview’. He said he just wanted to meet me; that he liked
to know his patients on a more personal basis. One of the
questions he asked me — a bit to my surprise — was, “What
are your passions?” Almost before he’d finished the
sentence I’d replied, “Horses!” He explained that the vast
majority of patients he saw had NO answer to that question.
Makes you wonder, doesn’t it?

Horses are not the only thing I’'m ‘passionate’ about,
however they are definitely at the forefront. Another one is
learning. I love to learn something new — especially if it
applies to anything I’'m ‘passionate’ about.

Recently I had my farrier out to trim a couple horses and do
a reset. He’s a great guy that I trust with my horses.
However after I’d watched him work, and especially after
I’d paid him the cash, I thought, “Maybe this is something I
can do myself...” The trimming that is. Maybe someday I’ll
have the time and money to invest in a farrier course, but to
be good and proficient at that...well, it’s a career move that
requires a lot of experience.

This last weekend I participated in a
three day “Hoof Care and Trimming”
course at the Olds College in Olds,
Alberta. It was fantastic! I'm working
hard to process everything I've learned.
But like most things that require
training — it takes practice to be
proficient. The course started with a
good deal of theory on the physiology
of the hotses foot, and progressed into
practice: how to trim it. I'll never look

Dean Sinclair — who heads up the Farrier Science
Diploma program at the Olds College — was our
instructor. He has been running the show for some years
now, and has taken the program to a new level of
proficiency — a two year diploma instead of one year.
What a great person to learn from. Dean has the
knowledge that only years of experience, training, and
expertise in hoof physiology can provide. His style of
teaching is entertaining, enjoyable and at times, comical.

After the classtoom portion, the remainder of the course
was dedicated to practice. Initially on cadaver legs! This
[ provides an excellent — and safe — way
‘ for students to learn the particularities
ek of, agd wor'k on, many different feet.
Working with the nippers, rasps and
+~) knives requires another set of hand-
eye coordination skills. Dean made
everything look easy, but for us first-
timers it took much longer than the
practiced expert! We worked on hoof
e after hoof, breaking a sweat using
Dean Sinclair Works on Spaduscle sets that don’t get much use.
Dean watched our work, answered questions, offered
help and provided ongoing demonstrations.

On our last day a fellow student and I brought in three of
our horses. Dean used them for a review demonstration,
pointing out safety practices and how to propetly ‘get
undet’ a horse to work on it’s feet. We were shown
different methods for pulling shoes, and he used our
hotses for a review of proper trimming. After that it was
‘game on’ again! Dean had worked on the majority of the
‘eight live legs’ I brought, and I pulled shoes and finished
the rest — with his help and critique. I have a new
appreciation for the work a professional farrier does.

I can’t write any more without giving credit to my horses.
They put up with much more ‘foot play’ than they’ve
ever encountered before. They’ll have more to put up
with more now that I’ll be trimming their feet!
