High School Program

High School courses are offered in a self pace
environment with support from certified teachers.
You will be placed into courses according to your
needs, career goals and results of placement tests
(if required).
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Career Opportunities

Career and Academic Preparation allows adult learners
the opportunity to upgrade academic high school
courses from September to June. The goal of our
program is to prepare learners for post-secondary
opportunities.

Many of our learners eventually go into full-time
certificate, diploma and degree programs once they have
completed upgrading. This program offers Alberta high
school curriculum courses which are accepted at all
post-secondary institutions.
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Admission
Requirements

If you have been out of school for three or more
years you must arrange testing through the Career
and Academic Preparation office at (403) 556-
8351. If you have attended school within the last
three years, you must make an appointment with
the program personnel to discuss your academic
plans.

The program is designed to meet your individual
needs. There is continuous intake for this program
throughout the school year from September - June.
You may participate on a full-time or part-time
basis. You may apply for financial assistance

to attend full-time through the Student Finance
Board.

Upon completion of your program you will be
able to enter post-secondary programs with the
appropriate high school courses or you will be
able to enter employment with a higher academic
ability.
